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A Pottery (or Brickyard) from the Past

Here are some notes
from the research that
Glenn and Laura Beall
have been compiling
about potteries in the
Midwest.

The second brickyard
was built on lot 5,
block 6 in South
Nebraska City, the
third erected by
George W. Sroat for J.
Loosecam, and the
fourth built by James

Prue, & Co. made

There are biographies
of some of the
Nebraska City brick
makers in the Andreas
book. For example,
Charles Roselius was a
Obrick
and contractor,
residence Nebraska
City. Also inventor
and patentee of
&RPselifistbrick drying
sheds, patented
February 18, 1879,
which has been fully
tested and proved to
be of inestimable
val ue. 6

It is also noted that in
April of 1869, Mr.
David M. McElhinney
formed a partnership
with Mr. C. H. Roselius
and they engaged in
the manufacture of
brick and building. In
1876 the firm
dissolved.
