Steve and Syl Cas-

person reported that the rooms at the hotel 

in Sioux Falls were about $5 more per night 

and parking was somewhat of a concern.

A report on the recent cleaning of the kilns in 

Red Wing was made.  A member recalls hav-

ing taken a few bricks that had fallen away 

from the structure many years ago.  It was 

discussed how many bricks may be òmissingó 

in the collections of Red Wingers from across 

the country, and whether or not returning 

them to the Society or Foundation would be 

helpful in the restoration of the kiln.   

 

The 30
th

 Anniversary Committee of the Red 

Wing Collectorõs Society has asked chapters 

to make a òscience fair boardó to promote 

their chapter at the convention.  The boards 

would be stored in Red Wing and set up every 

year.  Chapters would be able to change 

items on the poster.  Ideas were sought for 

what may be included on the Siouxland 

Poster.  Glenn Beall suggested a list of cities 

we have met in, states in which there are 

members, and that the cost of membership 

be posted on the sign. Delbert Duncan sug-

gested putting a recent issue of the Newslet-

ter on the board, perhaps with extra copies 

for potential members to take with them.  

Howard Swenson suggested putting up pic-

tures of the past commemoratives and put-

ting a Siouxland Convention Button on the 

display.  Jon Hawley suggested pictures of the 

Siouxland Display that was put up a few years 

ago.  Michelle Heiberger suggested meeting 

pictures, and Mary Dupic suggested putting 

up the date we were established.  

 

An Auction notice from Ft. Pierre was passed 

around to interested members.  

 

Treasury Report:  

 

As of the last treasury report there was 

$4928.07 in the treasury.  We had income of 

$472.20 and expenses of $663.75 for newslet-

ters and MidWinter costs.  As of April 13, 2007 

the treasury has $4736.52.

New Business:  

 

Treasurer Michelle Heiberger asked for the 

opinion of the membership of whether to pay 

for two or three nights for the host room at 

MidWinter.  It was moved by Howard Swenson 

and seconded by Tom Landis that the chapter 

continue as it has and only pay for two nights 

of room costs for the MidWinter host room.  

The motion carried.  

 

Michelle Heiberger asked what the chapter 

wanted to do with the interest earned on the 

checking account.  She was unsure if non -profit 

laws in South Dakota requires the interest to be 

donated or not.  Discussion followed on what 

should be done with interest if it needed to be 

donated.  Possibilities included donating to the 

Pottery Park project at the old Red Wing pottery 

dump, donating to the Foundation, donating to 

the Goodhue Museum, donating to the South 

Dakota Historical Society, donating to the kiln 

restoration project, or awarding interest to the 

longest married couple in the chapter.  

 

Delbert Duncan made a motion to donate all 

interest to the Red Wing Collectorõs Society 

Foundation.  Discussion followed and motion 

died for lack of a second.  

 

Syl Casperson made a motion that the Chapter 

donate to the Red Wing Collectorõs Society 

Foundation and that the donation be increased 

so the Chapterõs combined giving to the Foun-

dation equaled $1000 as this would recognize 

the Chapterõs continued donations with a wing 

in the museum.  Seconded by Delbert Duncan.  

Motion carried.

Of special        

interest is the permanent exhibit 

on the Omaha World Exposition, 

including the famous Red Wing  

Union Stoneware photo. Check 

the website for more info. 

(www.dwhm.org ) The museum is 

in the old Union Pacific station, 

where the architecture of the 

huge hall is wonderful. Full size 

train cars are inside the        

basement loading area. If you 

like trains, guns, painting, and 

history this may be worth a visit. 

You are not far from the Old  

Market area that has a few      

antique stores and many small 

shops. This truly is a wonderful         

museum, well worth a few hours 

of your time. Visit if in the area!  

A great museum in Omaha,     

Nebraska is the Durham Western 

Heritage Museum. Until August 

12th they have a traveling      

display on Samuel Colt showing 

some of his firearms and patent 

drawings. There are also two 

pieces of Mrs. Coltõs personal art 

display that are some spectacu-

lar òsculpturesó of barrels, trigger 

guards, etc. that melted together 

during the fire in the factory. 

Also, there is, until July 15, a dis-

play on western paintings. Until 

September 2 there is a special 

exhibit on the signers of the  

Declaration of Independence,  

including various letters, affida-

vits, and receipts.  There are 47 

original documents and some 

prints to complete the collection 

that represents all 56 signers.

   Hi. My name is Glenn and I am 

a Red Wing Collector.  

   It all began on a cold and 

dreary day at an auction long, 

long ago. Having gone to see 

what some player piano rolls 

would sell for (they went too 

high), I was determined to go 

home with something . I was suf-

fering from the usual sinus prob-

lems that I am blessed with and 

was in my normal cheerful mood. 

The last item on the auction was 

a 25 gallon crock with a large 

Red Wing on it. After bidding 

twice it was mine for $25. Some-

one told me I got a good deal 

but was not sure anyone else 

wanted to carry it out of the auc-

tion site. I was a lot younger and 

stronger then, and also began to 

wonder why anyone would want 

to carry it out to their vehicle. 

Then things got bad when I got it 

home. My wife (Julie) said it was 

kind of neat.  

   So began the search for crocks. 

As I got most of the wing crocks 

up to 40 I began to notice vases 

and dinnerware. I bought a huge 

grouping of some cowboy din-

nerware at the Goodwill and took 

it home. Trading most of it for 

some other patterns at a flea 

market, my collection expanded. 

I would try to get a dinner plate 

of each pattern when my father 

suggested, òWhy not a place set-

ting of each pattern? Itõs cheap.ó  

   The collecting took some time 

off as Laura, Amy, Catherine and 

Elizabeth came about -- by 

magic, I think. Julie has never 

quite got the bug yet, but some 

of the children have been af-

fected and all were trained at an 

early age to spot Red Wing in an-

tique stores. Being short, they 

always scoured the bottom 

shelves. Antique dealers would 

shake with fear as four small 

children would invade their 

stores but I have broken many 

more pieces than they have. I did 

learn not to pound on a wall 

without removing the shelves 

from the other side, though.  

   Well, we have all survived. 

Laura is in Vermillion at USD and 

the others still make lots of 

noise fighting over who is on 

their best behavior at any given 

time. Julie mostly ignores the 

clutter and is finally learning the 

names of dinnerware patterns. I 

was a charter member of the Ne-

braska club and when I got the 

opportunity to move to South 

Dakota, I missed having a group 

of fellow collectors to talk to so 

we began trying to organize a 

chapter there. It was done with 

the help of many people and I 

hope has helped folks meet a 

few more friends.
